Adding quotes to your writing

A quote must be integrated into your own writing. That means you must introduce or connect the quote to your own writing. A quote cannot stand alone.
WRONG!!!

   “Colored couldn’t make money like that, or keep it if they did” (p.19).

_______________________________________________________________________

A quote must also be copied word for word.  If you omit part of the quote use ellipses (…)

Ex) Delores is an exhibitionist: “as on the two previous times … she wore no nightgown” (p.3).

_______________________________________________________________________

Using dialogue

Sam Wood shows his prejudice when he says, “At least a white man gets a chance at the title” (p. 5).

A comma is needed before the quote.

The period goes after the page number.

Using part of a sentence

Sam Wood was proud of his job and believed that “he was the most important man awake and on duty in the entire city” (p. 2).

There is no comma.

The period goes after the page number.

_______________________________________________________________________

Using a full sentence

Sam Wood is repulsed by Delores Purdy: “the reason, he guessed, was that she was always unwashed, or seemed to be” (p.3).

There should be a full sentence before and after the colon.

_______________________________________________________________________

If you need to change words within a quote to make them fit your sentence, use [ ] around the changes

Ex) Sam believed that “[Delores] was always unwashed, or seemed to be” (p.3).
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
